THE CHRISTMAS COLLECTION IS NOT
TAXED BY THE ARCHDIOCESE OF DETROIT
LIKE ALL OF OUR OTHER COLLECTIONS. You
may have noticed that our Offertory collection is
$50,618 below the budgeted amount for the fiscal
year to date. If this trend continues we will have a
hard time paying our bills by the end of the fiscal
year which ends June 30, 2019. If you are able to
donate some additional money at the end of the
year, the Christmas Collection is a great option.
The entire amount of your Christmas donation will
stay at St. Edith.

OUR PARISH IS GROWING! Over the past
8 years we have increased our registered families
in our Parish family. We have grown from about
1,800 to 2,524 registered families, an increase of

724 families. We have become quite a busy
Parish. It seems as though there is always
something going on here. We have also seen
a marked increase in the number of volunteers
we have at the Parish. All of these things are
very good!

Each year during the month of October
we do a “Mass Count.” During the weekends
of October, the ushers count the number of
people in the pews at Mass. The month of
October was picked to do this count because
there is nothing going on that would artificially
increase or decrease the number of people
who attend Mass. From this count, we get a
good estimate of the average number of peo-
ple who attend Mass every weekend and we
can see if this changes from year to year.

This year we found out that an average of
1,326 people attend Mass each weekend. The
largest Mass is the 11:00 AM with an average
of 565 people. The 5:.00 Saturday Mass is
second in size with an average of 356 people.
The 8:30 Mass has the lowest attendance with
an average of 328 people. Compared to last
year, attendance at the 11:00 has grown while
the 5:00 Saturday Mass has decreased. The
following are the average number of people
attending Mass during October since 2012:

The number of registered parishioners at St.
Edith has steadily grown over the years. We
added 153 families this past year. The average
number of people attending Mass has stayed
about the same over the past 5 years. Two years
ago we started a 5:00 evening Mass the first Sun-
day of every month followed by a free spaghetti
dinner. The total Mass attendance for the first
weekend in November was about the same as the
weeks in October when we had no Sunday eve-
ning Mass. This indicates that we are not getting
additional people at Mass on Sundays when we
add the evening Mass, people are just moving
from the other Masses to the 5:00 evening Mass.

We have been working on evangelization
over the past 8 years. One of the measures of
whether we are successful in our efforts is an
increase in our registered members of our Parish
family and an increase in the number of people
that are attending Mass. Our goal is to bring more
people into the sacramental life of the Church.
The Archdiocese of Detroit recently rolled out The
6-day Challenge for Unleash the Gospel. This is
the plan for evangelization in the Archdiocese of
Detroit. St. Edith Parish plans to continue to be
actively involved in this effort.

2018 CHRISTMAS GIVING TREE

When you come to Mass beginning the weekend of November 17 & 18, you will notice the Giving Tree in the Gathering
Area. We decided to again put the tree out with the tags on it a week prior to Thanksgiving to enable folks to take advantage of
the Black Friday deals!

We have tags for many local families, First Step Battered Women’s Shelter, some families through Loaves & Fishes of
Southwest Detroit and Franciscan Ministries in Detroit for their street ministry. We also ask for gift cards for Kroger, Meijer and
Gas Stations in any denomination.

Note that there are “Code Names” on each tag. No, we are not delivering gifts to Columbia or Nashville; these code names are used to pro-
tect the privacy of those we help at this time of the year. Would you please consider taking a tag or two to help make someone’s Christmas a bit
brighter?

If you choose to take a tag or tags, please wrap the gift, attach the tag to it, and put it back under the tree by Monday, December 17. Later
that same week our Volunteer Elves will be sorting and packing the gifts and readying them for delivery on Saturday morning, December 22nd.
We ask for gift cards so that we are able to provide one (or more, depending on the size of the family) to each family. You don’t need to wrap the
gift cards, unless it is a card that was requested for a particular person. (For example if there is a Code name on the tag, and they have asked for
a particular gift card, then you should wrap it. If it just says “Kroger gift card,” there is no need to wrap it.) You will also find the Drop Box in the
Gathering Area for non- perishable food donations for our Christmas Outreach.

Again, delivery of food and gifts to our needy friends will take place on Saturday morning December 22nd so it is very important that your gifts
are wrapped and back under the tree by Monday the 17t so we have time to ready everything for delivery. Any gifts that come in late cannot be
used.
