Jesus’ identity was always presented to me throughout my childhood, but it wasn't until |
found myself in a life-changing situation that | could attest to His presence in my life. Sixteen
and pregnant was not how | envisioned myself, yet that is the situation | faced. While abortion
was never an option for me, | knew raising a child was not something | was ready for. | was
only a sophomore in high school and was not able to support myself independently, let alone
someone else.

Telling my parents was the scariest and most embarrassing thing | had gone through at
that time. They had so many hopes and dreams for me that were crushed when | shared my
pregnancy with them. They never mentioned adoption and just assumed they would be helping
me raise this child. |, however, couldn’t shake the thought that there might be a better life for
both myself and this child.

My pregnancy progressed over the months and | was really struggling with what to do. |
wanted to go away to college someday and hang out with my friends like teenagers are sup-
posed to do. The looks and comments | got from family and friends, even strangers, pulled at
my heart and made me question even more if | was doing the right thing by raising this child.
My mom had always taught me to pray to my patron saint, St. Therese of the Little Flower, so |
decided to finally take her advice and give it a chance. For those who are unfamiliar with her
novena, it is believed that if you pray it, she will confirm your prayers by sending actual roses or
the scent of them.

It was Mother's Day and | was seven months along, still unsure what to do. | attended
Mass that morning by myself, and at the end the priest asked all the moms in the congregation
to stand, so the ushers could bring a single rose to all of them. | did not stand because | did not
view myself as a mom. After Mass, | was walking out of the church and a woman stopped me
to give me arose. She said, “You are a mother, too and deserve a rose.” It was at this moment
that an overwhelming sense of comfort and calming came over me. | knew that this child be-
longed with me and that everything would work out.

Fast forward 22 years, and my son is studying engineering on an academic and soccer
scholarship at Lawrence Tech. With the support of my parents, | was able to graduate high
school on time and then college. It has not been easy, but | know that Jesus was always right
there with me along the way.
